Homework and Class Participation
Homework assignments, in-class assignments, class preparation, participation and class conduct will affect your grade.  
Homework Evaluation

Homework assignments will be evaluated in a variety of ways.  On any given day I may evaluate your homework by:  

1) Calling on you on class to assess the effort you put into the assignment.

2) Checking specific parts of the assignment and checking to see if the assignment was completed.  

3) Walking up and down the aisles to check for completion and/or an “honest effort”.  

4) Walking up and down the aisles selectively checking specific problems or questions for correctness.  

5) Collecting an assignment and checking it for correctness (these will be worth more points.)
Credit for Homework
You will receive no credit for homework if

· All work is not shown for mathematical problems.  Never simply write down the answer.  You must include sufficient work to show how the answer was obtained.  
· Answers are not thoroughly explained.  There are no yes/no questions in chemistry.  If a yes/no question is posed and you answer ‘yes’, then you must explain why.  
· It is not legible and neat.  I must be able to read your work.  Work must be completed on loose-leaf paper or typed.  Any errors you make should be thoroughly erased – do not simply scribble out mistakes.  Thus, you must either use pencil, erasable pen, or a computer to complete chemistry homework.  
· It does not make sense.  Your answers must convey an understanding of the concepts.  Never guess in chemistry!  
· You do not have the assignment the day it is due. We go over it during class (e.g. put problems up on the board, read off the answers, etc.).  In other words, you may not turn the assignment in late for credit unless you were absent.  
· It shows a complete disregard for grammar and spelling.  You must write the question and answer.  
Class Participation
Points will be lost for:
· Insufficient proof of effort on assignments

· Failure to bring required materials (#2 pencil, 3-ring binder, textbook, homework, calculator, loose-leaf paper) to class and to have them out on your desk when class begins.  

· Failure to follow directions
· Sleeping during class

· Inattentive (zoning or daydreaming)

· Talking out of turn

· Disrespect to teacher or classmates
· Failure to participate in class when called on (due to lack of preparation and/or inattentiveness)

· Drawing attention to yourself in a negative way (e.g. cell phone goes off, annoying or distracting classmates, interrupting class because of lateness)
