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CHEMISTRY EXPERIMENTS-PROCEDURE

*KEEP THIS SHEET IN YOUR BINDER AND REFER TO IT EACH TIME YOU WRITE UP YOUR REPORT.

1. The first item that should appear on the first line of your paper OR your cover sheet is your NAME followed by your section.  Then your partner’s name and phone number.

2. TITLE of the experiment given on the handout.

3. OBJECTIVE- What were you trying to accomplish in the experiment?  Usually this mean restating the objective on the handout.

4. PROCEDURE- Explain what steps you went through in the experiment.  This will be a general outline of the procedure followed by you and your partner(s) while doing the laboratory.  You want the reader to have an idea of what steps you followed, this does not need to be too lengthy.
5. DATA-  contains data tables, graphs (on computer paper or computer generated), and calculations.  If there are any, they should now appear.  Tables should be titled and referenced in your conclusion paragraphs, “Refer to data Table 1 to see the long-term trends in air quality.”  
Do not show all calculations if there are many of the same type.  In this case, all answers would appear in a data table also.  Error calculations should be here also.
