	1. Xavier Hall
	2 floors- Rm 010-026, including DePaul, ALL offices (Fr. Mike, Math, Religion), computer labs (if unlocked) and art.


	 DePaul Center and Rm 22

	2. Fine Arts
	Basement floor Rm. 1-6, bookstore, and band room; not Mrs. Esserwein’s room.


	Blue bins will be located:  In the hallway 

You do not have to go to the classrooms, just the bookstore.  

The 2nd bin contains bottles and must be taken to the café not the paper dumpster. You may not use that side door until construction has ended.


	3. Ryken Hall (cafeteria building)
	Paper only, not bottles in cafeteria. 
Check the Development Office in the basement under the café and all offices on café level.

	4.  Founder’s Hall
