BIOGRAPHY
Definition: An account of a person’s life written by another individual.

· Major events and accomplishments often covered from birth to death in chronological order
· Facts are gathered from firsthand documents

· Letters and diaries
· Interviews with people who knew the subject
· Other research done on the subject

· Facts are then interwoven with the author’s impressions or interpretation
· The biographer generally selects a particular focus to concentrate on in the essay or book

AUTOBIOGRAPHY
Definition: the story of a person’s life written by that person
· Writer can share personal thoughts and feelings, as well as narrate events

· Focus is on the individual, not the times or public incidences that play a part in the life story

· Writer may comment on the effect of certain events in his or her life

· As a result, the life of the subject is shared more intimately than in a biography

· Be aware: autobiographers present their lives subjectively and do not reveal everything about themselves

· Written and organized for a public audience
